Saint Turibius of Mogrovejo (November 16, 1538 — March
23, 1606) was born on November 16, 1538, in Mayorga,
Spain. A brilliant scholar and professor of law, he served as
a judge of the Inquisition before being unexpectedly
appointed Archbishop of Lima, Peru, in 1579, despite not
yet being a priest. He was quickly ordained and
conlsecrated bishop, accepting the mission with humility and
zeal.

As archbishop, Turibius became a tireless shepherd of the
vast and challenging territory entrusted to him. He traveled
thousands of miles on foot and horseback across Peru,
often through dangerous and remote regions, to visit
parishes, administer the sacraments, and defend the rights
and dignity of the Indigenous people. He worked to reform
the clergy, ensure proper catechesis, and implement the
decrees of the Council of Trent.

Turibius promoted evangelization by encouraging the use of
local languages in preaching and catechisms. He founded
seminaries and strengthened the Church’s structure in
South America. Known for his simplicity, prayerfulness, and
dedication, he died on March 23, 1606, during a pastoral
visit. He is remembered as a model bishop and a great

As many ‘of you know, the Iot across from the Parlsh Off ce
once held two trailer homes used for parish activities. They -
ere destroyed by Hurricane Irma and Hurricane Maria, and
he debrls was Iater removed by DPNR.

hen I arrived four years ago, | discovered that the site still
had active electrical cables and exposed rebar from the old
oundations, creating a potential hazard for anyone walking
hrough the area, especially children. While doing other work
ith a backhoe, we cleared the land to make it safe and easier
o maintain. In the process, we found that the footing was ver
difficult to remove, but after much effort—and with the help o
Vivot—we were able to level the area and eliminate the danger.

Rather than simply covering the foundations with dirt, we
decided to pour a concrete slab that can be used for outdoor
parish activities. We installed galvanized metal columns that

ill be used to install a removable sunshade, similar to the one
between the church and the lounge, along with electrical
outlets for lights, microphones, and speakers.

he work is still in progress, but creating more gathering space
is important as our parish continues to grow. This new area will
help us host parish events, our Fun Day on May 3, meetings,
and other activities.

The Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist

Catholics believe that in the Eucharist, Christ is truly
present—not symbolically, but really and substantially.
Through the mystery of transubstantiation, the substance
of bread and wine is changed into the Body and Blood of
Christ, even though their outward appearance remains the
same.

This belief is rooted in Christ's own words at the Last
Supper and consistently taught by the Church. Because
Christ is truly present, the Eucharist deserves our utmost
reverence and love. This is why we genuflect before the
tabernacle, receive Communion reverently, and spend time
in Eucharistic adoration.The Real Presence reminds us
that God is not distant. In the Eucharist, Christ remains
with His Church, offering Himself as spiritual nourishment
and drawing us into communion with Him and with one
another. Receiving the Eucharist strengthens us to live as
Christ’s presence in the world.

Como muchos de ustedes saben, en el terreno frente a Ia
oficina parroquial se ubicaban dos casas moviles que se
utilizaban para actividades parroquiales. Estas fueron
destruidas por los huracanes Irma y Maria, y los escombros
fueron retirados posteriormente por DPNR.

Cuando llegué hace cuatro afos, descubri que el sitio aun tenia
cables eléctricos activos y varillas de refuerzo expuestas de los
antiguos cimientos; lo que representaba un peligro potencial
para quienes transitaban por la zona, especialmente para los
nifos. Mientras realizabamos otros trabajos con una
retroexcavadora, despejamos el terreno para hacerlo seguro y
facilitar su mantenimiento. En el proceso, encontramos que era
muy dificil remover la zapata, pero después de mucho esfuerzo
—y con la ayuda de Vivot— logramos nivelar el area y eliminar
el peligro.

En lugar de simplemente cubrir los cimientos con tierra,
decidimos verter una losa de concreto que pueda usarse para
actividades parroquiales al aire libre. Instalamos columnas de
metal galvanizado que serviran para instalar un toldo removible
similar al que hay entre la iglesia y el salon, junto con tomas de
corriente para luces, micréfonos y altavoces.

Aun estamos trabajando en la remodelacion, pero crear mas
espacio para reuniones es importante a medida que nuestra
parroquia sigue creciendo. Esta nueva area nos permitira
organizar eventos parroquiales, nuestro Dia de la Diversion el 3
de mayo, reuniones y otras actividades.
