Saint Juan Diego Cuauhtlatoatzin (1474—1548) was an
Indigenous Chichimec peasant from Mexico who witnessed a
series of Marian apparitions in December 1531 on Tepeyac Hill.
The Virgin Mary—known today as Our Lady of Guadalupe—
asked him to deliver her message to the local bishop. As proof,
Mary miraculously imprinted her image on Juan Diego’s cloak
(tilma), which became a central symbol of faith in Mexico. He
was canonized in 2002 and is celebrated as a humble, devout
figure whose experience helped shape Mexican religious and
cultural identity.

SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT

Hope is a prominent theme in the readings this weekenad.
Isaiah presents a hope-filled picture of the Kingdom that Christ
came to establish, and St. Paul reminds us that the scriptures
we hear give us a reason to be hopeful. “Whatever was
previously written ...was for our instruction. . . that by
endurance and encouragement, we might have hope.” As we
draw near to the end of the Jubilee Year of Hope and prepare
for Christ’'s coming, we may want to carve out a few minutes
each day to re-read these readings, to be attentive to the
encouragement and hope God is holding out to us. Is there
someone in your life with whom you can extend that hope? Be
sure to take time this Advent to prepare for God’s in-breaking,

in the here and now, as you await Christ’s final coming.
