FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY, JESUS, MARY
AND JOSEPH

The example of the Holy Family can be summed up in the
words of today’s second reading. They were clothed in

“heartfelt compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, and
patience, bearing with one another and forgiving one another...”
This feast offers all families the inspiration and encouragement
that is often needed. Strive in imitation of Mary, Joseph and
Jesus to make these values an essential part of each
relationship, each conversation and each interaction you have

ith one another. Let us pray that our families will draw
inspiration from the Holy Family and that we turn to Mary and
Joseph to find help and comfort.

Saint Thomas Becket (c. 1118—-1170) was the Archbishop of
Canterbury whose life dramatically transformed from royal
chancellor to fearless defender of the Church. Once a close
friend of King Henry Il of England, he resisted royal attempts to
control ecclesiastical authority, insisting on the Church’s
independence. His steadfast opposition led to his martyrdom in
Canterbury Cathedral, where he was murdered by knights loyal
to the king.

Saint Basil the Great (c. 330-379) was a bishop of Caesarea
and one of the most influential theologians of the early Church.
Known for his deep commitment to charity, monastic life, and
doctrinal clarity, he helped shape Christian teaching on the Holy
Trinity and defended the faith against Arianism. He organized
hospitals, cared for the poor, and wrote monastic rules that still
guide Eastern Christian monasticism today.

Saint Gregory of Nazianzus (c. 329-390), a close friend of
Saint Basil, was a brilliant theologian and eloquent preacher,
later honored as “The Theologian.” He played a crucial role in
articulating orthodox teaching on the Trinity, especially the
divinity of the Holy Spirit. Though personally inclined toward a
quiet, contemplative life, he served the Church faithfully during
times of conflict and confusion.
